Modification iGT 080 Draft Business Rules for Discussion at iGT UNC Modification Workstream on 06/10/15
(including a number of points of clarity to be included in the Modification)
1.  iGTs must use supply meter points that are held on the Xoserve database for billing Shippers.
2.  The Xoserve data the iGTs must use for billing is only the supply meter point. iGTs will not have to bill using any charging data items on Xoserve’s portfolio and so can bill from their own. 

3.  The purpose of the modification is to ensure that all iGT supply meter points are set up on Xoserve’s database and so will help minimise unidentified gas.  

4.  The modification is not seeking to ensure that the iGTs use Xoserve’s data items for charging information for their transportation charges to Shippers. 

5.  The modification will not expose the iGTs to data that has been updated incorrectly outside of their control by Shippers.  

6.  iGTs should have received all portfolio update data from Xoserve by 05:00 on (D+1) at the end of each month.
7.  If the iGT does not have a complete month to bill off then any missing days for new supply meter points can be billed the following month.

8.  The iGT must issue the invoice by (D+5) – (existing iGT UNC rules).
9.  If a Shipper has not confirmed a supply meter point then the iGT can still bill them if it is on Xoserve’s database.
10.  If a Shipper is invoiced by an iGT for a supply meter point that they cannot find on the Xoserve database then payment should be withheld.

11.  If a Shipper finds a supply meter point on their invoice that they think they aren’t responsible for, but is on Xoserve’s database, then the charge should be paid and queried with the iGT.

12.  Any corrections on billing the incorrect Shipper for supply meter points can be made the following month by the iGT.

13.  If an iGT fails to charge for a number of days for a new site it can be charged the following month from the supply meter point effective date on Xoserve’s database.
14.  iGTs can only charge Shippers for supply meter points from the date they become effective on the Xoserve database. 

15.  It is up to the Shipper to validate all invoices from iGTs based on the iGT data.  Any charging queries should be made with the iGT.   

16.  In order to allow the new Nexus systems to be implemented, for (4) months after go live iGTs can use their own portfolio data to bill shippers.  Therefore, the first invoice that must be produced from the Xoserve portfolio data will be the February 2017 invoice issued in March 2017.
17.  The current planned implementation date of this modification is 1st February 2017.
